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Best of the religious CDs
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Here are five 2004 CDs, representing music from various religious traditions, that were favorably reviewed by Susan Hogan/Albach of the Dallas Morning News:
1. "Music for Yoga and Other Joys," Jai Uttal and Ben Leinbach (Sounds True)It's Eastern-flavored instrumental music that yoga lovers and those who aren't can appreciate. There are surprises: Listen for the banjo.

2. "The World Is a Narrow Bridge," Various Artists (produced by Craig Taubman) Various Jewish artists explore loss from a spiritual perspective in songs that range across musical genres. It's music that speaks to people going through tough transitions, such as the loss of a loved one.
3. "Blue Walls and the Big Sky," Dawud Wharnsby Ali (Enter into Peace)Who says Muslims can't rock? Wharnsby Ali writes poetically, sings beautifully and brings Muslim values to folk pop music.

4. "Celtic Meditation Music," Aine Minogue (Sounds True)The internationally renowned Irish harpist shines on this collection of 11 meditative instrumental songs accompanied by cello, guitar and clarinet.

5. "Amy Grant Greatest Hits 1986-2004" (Word/Curb)You'll have all the secular hits that made her a household name, plus a few of her Christian best.
